school registration forms to the auditorium.

Attendance Requirements:

e Only students who receive a final course grade below 65 in High School or a failing grade in
Middle School are eligible for enrollment.

e Students enrolled in Summer School must attend a minimum of 17 days to receive class
participation credit. Two instances of tardiness greater than 15 minutes or four instances of
tardiness less than 15 minutes are counted as one absence. Students who do not fulfill the time
requirement will not receive credit for the course. In addition, final exams will not be
administered in advance of the scheduled time.
