Responsibilities of the PE Leader:

« Attend a training session prior to being assigned to a position.

« Respect parents, your teachers and other PE leaders.

« Be polite at all times.

« Be at your assigned post on time.

« Pay attention to the task.

o Carefully move the equipment.

« Attend PE helper meetings, if applicable.

o PE leaders require the members to do a rotation, depending on the
number of students in the program.

« Read the whiteboard or ask one of the physical education teachers what
equipment to bring out to the gym.
o Setup the speaker system with another PE leader on the stage.
o Putoutor bring in required equipment for the day.
o Check with a PE teacher to see if there is anything else to do, then go
back to your classroom.

Be a Good Leader

Every PE leader should set a good example by participating and doing the
right thing in their physical education classes and recess. The purpose of your
position is to assist our physical education program and maximize all of our
equipment.

Good PE Leader Checklist:

« Report for duty on time.

o Always set a good example.

« Be dependable and trustworthy.

o Treat others as you would like to be treated.

« Read the whiteboard for which equipment is needed for the day
o Ask the PE teacher what is needed of you for the day

o Work together with other PE leaders
