Class Participation

Homework

Put each day’s work at the beginning of the homework section in your notebook.  Homework will be checked daily.  Corrections must be clearly marked.  No more than three late homeworks will be accepted per marking quarter and these will be accepted for partial credit only.  If you are absent, it is your responsibility to call a responsible classmate for the work you missed.
Tests and Quizzes

1. There will be at least one short quiz each week. 

2. There will be a test at the completion of each unit of study, approximately every 4 - 5 weeks.

3. There will always be a complete review the day before a test.  However, absence on the day of the review does not excuse you from the test.

The French FLACS Exam is the final examination for this course.  The FLACS Exam is administered according to the Regents testing schedule during the Regents testing week in June.  All students must take this examination in order to receive the required high school credit for this course.
