USES OF THE VERB ‘ESTAR’

Use the verb ‘estar’ when you are talking about the following:

Hea[th: Yo estoy bien. (f am well.); Ella esta mal. (She is nof well.)
Emotion: Yo estoy feliz. {f am happy.); El esta triste. (He is sad.)
Location: Ellos estan en la cafeteria. (They are in the cafeteria.).

Progressi\fe Tense: Esta nevando. (Jf is snowing.); Esta lloviendo. (it is raining.)
